The UAB Civitan International (medical) Research Center researches physical and mental disabilities including head injury, spinal cord injury, brain cancer, seizures, Alzheimer’s and birth disabilities. Findings from the Research Center are sent to the medical community worldwide. 


Treatment for brain cancer was tested in USA hospitals for five years and proven to lengthen the life of patients before the treatment was sent to the medical community worldwide.


It is hoped that current research of head injury, spinal cord injury and seizures will help the general public, but especially our armed forces who often return home to the USA badly injured.


Cerebral palsy and multiple sclerosis are amongst many other common disorders affecting so many families that are being intensely researched.


Dr. Tara M. DeSilva, PH.D, has come to the UAB Civitan International Research Center from the Harvard Medical School and Children’s Hospital Boston. Her research is attempting to aid people with Cerebra Palsy and Multiple Sclerosis by improving their brain synapses through the addition of cellular insulation.
